2. Place armoire (A) upside down on a soft cloth. Insert metal legs (B ) into the iron plate

then tighten as illustration #2. #3.

3. Carefully move the armoire to stand upright in normal position after assembling the
four legs and adjust properly as final step.

1. Drill 14 hale in the wall at the location expected.
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2. Install wall anchor into the hole with a hammer.
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3. Position the armoire so that it is flush against the wall.
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4. Pull up on the strap until it is tight.

5. Using the supplied screws and washer, secure the strap to the wall anchor as shown.
