Insert the bolt assemblies through
the pre-drilled holes from the bottom
of the base (#2) and secure those
screws using the Allen wrench (#E)
to lock them with the leg (#3).

Align the threaded end of the 6 glides
(#D) with the pre-drilled holes on the
bottom of the base (#2) and tighten
by hand until secured.
