Due to the size and/or weight of this product, it is highly recommended that
the assembly should be done near the area of its intended location. Make
sure you have enough space to move around during the assembly.
ALWAYS have at least two people to help with transporting and assembling
of the product and to avoid any potential injury and/or damage.
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Carefully place the table top (#1) facing down on a
protected surface. Align the threaded end of the pedestals
(#3) with the pre-drilled holes on the bottom of the table top
(#1) and tighten by hand until secured.

Align the bottom shelf (#2) with the pre-drilled holes on
the pedestals (#3). Then align the threaded end of the
feet (#4) with the pre-drilled holes on the bottom shelf
(#2) and tighten by hand until secured.
