Hold the shelf level on the wall where you will mount it, and
mark reference points through the holes. Drill the marked ref-
erence points on the wall and insert the dowels. The base of
the shelf should be positioned as shown above,
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Turn the screws only enough to connect the base with the at-

tachments,
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Each piece is identical. There are some numbers on the pieces but dont
mind it, it is some crafting problem but these numbers are not gonna
seen. So you can start to assembly by selecting pieces ramdomly as each
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The pieces are designed to be hooked in place. After inserting
them into the holes, press downwards to secure them.

Then, as shown in the diagram, mount the pieces that will create
a gap between the base and the wall onto the base using screws.
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
